Correspondence from the Oscoda County Board of Commissioners
Health insurance has been changed to Blue Care Network. The cost is just under what was budgeted. Director Knepp will now have to pay $60/month. She has been paying $15/month. 

There will be a .5% increase that will go towards the pension.

The commissioners are offering full-time employees a 1-time stipend of $500. If the Library Board to agree to this, it would come out of the library’s budget. The $500 stipend would be only for Director Knepp and not Assistant Director Ward. Director Knepp asked that the board hold off on this and review the budget/ revenue in July and look at a possible pay raise. Director Knepp expressed that she would rather see some type of compensation for both (Knepp & Ward) rather than just herself. Director Knepp will send a letter to the commissioners saying the Library Board is not offering the stipend at this time.
